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Is it compulsory to enrol to vote?

A person must enrol if they live in New Zealand and are:

18 or older, and
a citizen or a permanent resident of New Zealand, and

have ever lived in New Zealand continuously for one
year or more.

A person can enrol at 17 but can’t vote until they're 18.

Eligible people with mental or physical impairments
should be enrolled to vote.

Voting is not compulsory.

If you live overseas, you can enrol for the 2023 General
Election if you're a:

NZ citizen who has been in NZ within the last 6 years,
or

NZ permanent resident and have been in NZ in the last
4 years.

After the 2023 election this will change back to 3 years for
NZ citizens and 12 months for NZ permanent residents.

It is not compulsory to enrol if you live overseas.

Personal safety

If having information on the published electoral roll
threatens a person or their family’s personal safety, they
can apply to go on the unpublished roll. The unpublished
roll is confidential.
